Alt. Fuels Vehicles:
Fuel efficiency comes standard at the L.A. Auto Show with more than 70 new “green” vehicles on display. Virtually every automaker has a solution for making vehicles run cleaner and use less fuel, from electrics and hybrids to hydrogen fuel cell and natural gas. The number of exhibiting vehicles using some form of electrification has grown more than 25 percent since the last show.  Cars that achieve 40-plus miles per gallon using traditional gasoline or clean diesel have doubled.   
Technology:
High-tech systems have become one of the most important features of the car itself and a new wave of futuristic automotive technologies are being debuted at this year’s show. Technology to look for includes advanced applications of Bluetooth, radar sensors, embedded telephony and cloud computing. In use, they give drivers hands-free access to personal data, communications, audio entertainment, social networking and advanced safety measures previously unimaginable. New technology developments unveiled at the show are expected from Audi, Cadillac, Ford, Hyundai, Mercedes-Benz, Toyota and others.
