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The Title IX Law:

No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any education program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance.

About Title IX:

· Title IX of the Education Amendments Act of 1972 protects people from discrimination based on sex in education programs and activities that receive federal financial assistance. 
· Title IX’s purpose is to create the same opportunity and quality of treatment for female student-athletes as is afforded male student-athletes. 
· Title IX has played an instrumental role in opening doors for women who wanted to play sports but were never given the opportunity because of gender discrimination. 
· Title IX has also provided educational and career opportunities for women. 
By the Numbers

· Almost 30,000 female student-athletes participated in college athletics in 1972, compared to over 191,000 today.   

· Over the past decade alone, NCAA participation rates for both females and males have steadily increased, with Title IX playing a role in this trend.
