· Celine Dion A New Day… debuted at The Colosseum at Caesars Palace on March 25, 2003.

· When the show was announced in 2002, Celine became the first artist at the height of her career to stop touring and invite the fans to come to her.  She was credited for revitalizing and changing not only Las Vegas, but also the entertainment industry.
· By the time the show closed on Dec. 15, 2007, approximately 3 million fans spanning all seven continents and 138 countries had seen the show.

· Celine Dion A New Day… was sold out consecutively for five years, with more than 700 performances during the span.
· The world’s biggest celebrities saw Celine’s first show at The Colosseum.  The list includes Michael Douglas and Catherine Zeta Jones, Sylvester Stallone, Shania Twain, Rudy Giuliani, Michael Jackson, Ricky Martin, Tom Hanks and Rita Wilson, Maria Shriver and Arnold Schwarzenegger, Halle Berry, Anthony Hopkins, David Foster, Barbra Streisand, Oprah Winfrey, Tom Cruise and Katie Holmes and more.
· To date, Celine has recorded 10 albums in English and 13 in French, selling more than 200 million copies worldwide.
· Celine has received more than 1,000 awards, including five Grammys, two Academy Awards®, seven Felix Awards, 20 Juno Awards and seven American Music Awards.

· In 2004, Celine received the Diamond award at the World Music Awards, recognizing her status as the best-selling female artist of all time.

· In 2007, she was honored with the Legend Award at World Music Awards in recognition of her global success and outstanding contribution to the music industry.

· In December 2009, Pollstar announced Celine was the best-selling solo touring act of the decade and the second best-selling touring act of the decade, only to the Dave Matthews Band.
· Dion grew up listening to the music of Aretha Franklin, Michael Jackson, Carole King, Anne Murray, Barbra Streisand and the Bee Gees, all of whom she would eventually collaborate with.
