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BACKGROUND:
In many communities across the country, wildfires are an inevitable fact of life; it’s not a matter of ‘if’, but ‘when.’ A Fire Adapted Community is one where its members understand and accept their wildfire risk and have taken pro-active steps to improve the safety and resilience of their homes, landscapes, and community assets to withstand a wildfire. Communities don’t have to burn, they can safely co-exist with wildfire.
Fire Adapted Communities is a pre-fire strategy that emphasizes collaboration, community preparation and personal responsibility. A community’s actions to prepare for wildfire can make a crucial difference when one occurs. This campaign directs homeowners, land managers, community leaders and fire and emergency responders in these communities to visit FireAdapted.org to learn their role in reducing wildfire damage. The new PSAs aim to empower residents to take these steps by reinforcing that “you can’t control where a wildfire ember will land – but you can control what happens when it does.” This is the reality many communities face when living with fire.
