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In December 2012, State Farm® worked with KRC Research to design and conduct a survey evaluating how prepared drivers are when it comes to roadside emergencies. Survey highlights include:
Junk in the Trunk 

· Six in 10 (61percent) of drivers have junk in their trunk.

Drivers have items ranging from clothes or shoes to used food or drink packaging. Only one in five (22 percent) drivers keep an organized, clean car with no junk in the trunk.

· Parents carry more junk in their trunk.
More than one-third (35 percent) of parents said they currently have toys in their trunk compared to less than one in 10 of non-parents. Additionally, one in five parents admitted to using their trunks as a place to keep gifts they have purchased.

Overall Preparedness 

· Most drivers have only one type of emergency supply in their trunk.

Nearly all (99 percent) drivers indicate they have at least one type of emergency supply in their trunk; however, a mere one in 10 (nine percent) of drivers have the essential safety items: spare tire, jumper cables, a hazard triangle/road flares, water, first aid kit, blanket, and a flashlight.

· Majority of drivers do not check if their emergency supplies in their vehicle are in working condition more than once a year.

Two in five drivers report they check that the emergency supplies in their vehicle are in working condition at least twice a year; three in 10 say they never check.
· Sedan drivers are less prepared. 

Sedan drivers (63 percent) are less likely to carry emergency supplies compared to SUV and truck owners (75 percent and 73 percent respectively.

Methodology

This survey was designed and conducted by KRC Research. Interviews were conducted December 6 - 9, 2012 by an omnibus telephone (landline + cell phone) survey.  

In all, 1,010 U.S. adults, age 18 and older, were interviewed. 659 interviews were from the landline sample and 351 interviews from the cell phone sample. Of those respondents interviewed, 895 qualified as drivers of a car.

Data was weighted by demographics such as age, sex, geographic region, race, and education to ensure reliable and accurate representation of the national population age 18 and over.
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
