According to murky legend, The Delmont Hotel and Casino opened in the 1960’s and was condemned in the 1980’s due to an outbreak of murderous events – legal disputes over property rights delayed its demolition. Authorities say the proprietors of the Delmont would target hotel guests to satisfy their twisted cannibalistic fantasies, secretly drugging their guests, filleting them while still alive and feeding the human meat to unsuspecting guests. 
From the entrance in the experience’s bloody lobby and through and elements including a haunted elevator shaft, grisly “kitchen” and even a not-for-the-faint-of-heart wedding chapel,  the terrifying labyrinth of live actors, animatronics frights and stunning special effects is contained in a vintage hotel setting that rivals Hollywood’s best movie sets. 
 
The hotel was a mysterious and horrific death trap for Vegas hospitality competitors and broke desperate tourists who failed to win their fortune. Unwary investigators and locals continue to disappear in the area with no suspects found.
