A hangout for Frank, Sammy and Dean during the Rat Pack era, the landmark property in downtown Las Vegas remains true to its vintage Vegas character and boasts a contemporary new look.
Property Overview

· Las Vegas’ Most Historic Hotel – built in 1906

· Land at 1 Fremont Street purchased for $1,750 at historic 1905  land auction creating Las Vegas
· In 1907, it became home to the city’s first telephone; phone number was 1   
· In 1927, the property welcomed one of the city’s first neon signs

· In the 1950s, the Golden Gate partners employed creative surveillance using two-way mirrors above the gaming pit that can still be seen – but not used – today

· Original hangout for Frank Sinatra, Sammy Davis and Dean Martin during the Rat Pack era

· Located directly on Fremont Street  Experience featuring free nightly entertainment, including fantastic light shows on the world’s biggest video screen towering over four neon blocks with three stages and multiple bars

· Expansion and renovation details:
· 35,000-square-foot, five-story luxury tower with 16 hotel suites, including two penthouses that encompass the entire fifth floor 

· An extended casino floor and new high-limit gaming pit feature its signature dancing dealers  

· A new lobby displays artifacts from the hotel’s notable past including original 1907 gaming ledgers, an authentic model of Vegas’ first telephone and Prohibition-era whiskey bottles found in the walls during construction
· Contemporary exterior pinstripe lighting accents

· Convenient valet parking at the new tower’s porte-cochere

· Du-par’s Restaurant – open 24 hours – featuring breakfast, lunch and dinner – (702) 366-9378

In 1955, Golden Gate founding partner and restaurateur, Tiny Naylor, brought his special brand of home cooking to Las Vegas’ landmark hotel and casino. Today, Tiny’s son, Biff, serves classic recipes with the same fresh, homemade quality. Du-Par’s serves the “Best Pancakes in America” (Esquire Magazine), “Best Pie in Las Vegas (Las Vegas Weekly Magazine), and was recently named one of the “Top Five 24-hour Diners in Las Vegas” (Haute Living Magazine). 

· Famous Shrimp Cocktail – Golden Gate founding partner Italo Ghelfi introduced shrimp cocktail to the casino scene in 1959, starting a Las Vegas tradition spanning several decades and more than 40 million shrimp cocktails (that’s more than a billion individual shrimp!). The price? Only $2.99!
· Main Bar – 24 hours– located on the Casino floor

This classic casino bar was frequented by Frank and Sammy during the Rat Pack era. Today, guests can drink in the very same spot while enjoying the Dancing Dealers and HDTV. 
· OneBar – noon – 2 a.m. – located on Fremont Street

OneBar features bikini-clad bartenders serving a refreshing array of frozen drinks and draft beer right on Fremont Street Experience. Drinks are chilled by the only geo-thermal system in a Las Vegas casino. 
· Flair Bar – 4:30 p.m. – 2 a.m. – located on Fremont Street 
The bottles are flying at One Fremont Street where world-class flair bartenders are making their own history.
