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Company Overview
Founded in 1977 in Charlotte, N.C., Bojangles' Restaurants Inc. was the vision of co-founders Jack Fulk and Richard Thomas, who wanted to develop a quick-service restaurant chain based on three attributes: a distinctive flavor profile of wholesome, high-quality products made from scratch; and a fun, festive restaurant design with fast, friendly service.  
Thirty-five years later, Bojangles’ continues to serve all of its one-of-kind menu items, such as made-from-scratch buttermilk biscuits, perfectly seasoned, never frozen fried chicken, Legendary Iced Tea™, Dirty Rice, Seasoned Fries, Cajun Pintos, and other delicious fixin’s to customers at its more than 530 locations in 10 states, primarily in the Southeast, as well as the District of Columbia and two international locations. Currently, Bojangles’ opens a new restaurant every ten days and this year, Bojangles’ earned a top five ranking in the large chain restaurant category for top-rated food in Zagat’s 2012 national fast food survey.  The Wall Street Journal has named Bojangles’ as one of its high performing franchises, QSR Magazine has named Bojangles’ in its “Top 10 Franchise Deals” for three consecutive years, Inc. Magazine has named Bojangles’ among its fastest growing private companies, and various other studies and publications have shown Bojangles’ to be among the fastest growing quick-service and chicken restaurants.  The company is on track to generate $870 million is system-wide sales in 2012. 
Although Bojangles’ growth continues primarily in traditional, free-standing locations throughout the Southeast, Bojangles’ can now also be found in nontraditional locations in the Charlotte Douglas International Airport, UNC-Charlotte, UNC-Greensboro, the Charlotte Convention Center, Union Station in the District of Columbia and later this year in the Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport.

In addition to on-going expansion in its home markets in the Carolinas, in 2012 Bojangles’ will open 8 new restaurants in the Atlanta region, and several restaurants in each of Birmingham, Ala.; Orlando Fla.; Nashville, Knoxville and Tri-Cities Tenn. as well as a variety of other markets throughout the Southeast.  
Sponsorships
Bojangles’ is the title sponsor of South Carolina’s only NASCAR Sprint Cup Series race, the Bojangles’ Southern 500 at Darlington Raceway.  Other sponsorships include Charlotte Motor Speedway, the Carolina Panthers, the Charlotte Bobcats, the Atlanta Braves and collegiate sporting events at the University of Alabama, the University of South Carolina, Clemson University, UNC Chapel Hill, Wake Forest University and various high school sporting venues throughout the company’s operating market. 
Charities/Scholarships
Bojangles’ is committed to helping win the fight against neuromuscular diseases and has been a partner with the Muscular Dystrophy Association for the past 14 years.  Bojangles’ and its generous customers have raised more than $2.8 million to support this organization through the annual Shamrocks Against Dystrophy in-store Fundraiser each spring and the MDA Golf Classic each fall.
Bojangles’ also partners with South Carolina Future Minds – a statewide nonprofit organization – to support teachers and public education as the founding sponsor of the South Carolina Teacher Appreciation Month and a major sponsor of the Teach of the Year program.  In the third year of the sponsorship, Bojangles’ has raised nearly $60,000 to support teachers and students across the state and has donated more than 9,000 books to District Teachers of the Years’ schools. 
Bojangles’ also awards ten $1,000 academic scholarships annually to deserving teammates and family members through the Bojangles’ Scholarship Awards program.  The scholarships are awarded in honor of co-founder Jack Fulk who passed away in 2011.
