· Shania Twain, born Eilleen Regina Edwards, adopted the stage name "Shania" -- an Ojibwa word meaning "I'm on my way.”  She was born in Windsor, Ontario, Canada and has been singing since she was eight years old.

· Shania produced SHANIA: STILL THE ONE from top to bottom - including lighting, costumes, and the set list – to bring her vision of the show to The Colosseum stage.  It is the first time she has self-produced a show.
· SHANIA: STILL THE ONE features an impressive 13-piece band and four talented male dancers.  The show's choreographer is Emmy-nominated Mandy Moore who is a key choreographer in "So You Think You Can Dance.”
· SHANIA: STILL THE ONE features two horses trained by world-renowned horse trainer Ramon Becerra.   Shania and Ramon have enjoyed a 20+ year friendship and he was the only person she knew that could make her vision of live horses in the show a reality.

· In 2010, Shania Twain launched Shania Kids Can, a program which aims to help underprivileged school-aged children.

· The Colosseum is marking its milestone 10th Anniversary in March 2013. The total capacity of The Colosseum is 4,298. While seated for the show, no fan is more than 120 feet from Shania Twain.
· The Colosseum houses one of the largest indoor, high-definition LED screens in North America, standing 34 feet by 109 feet and weighing 31 tons.  The Mitsubishi screen is comprised of 5,324,800 individual diodes.
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
