Paul Morphos - Producer

Originally founded on music publishing, Mestel has strategically built the company into a full-service music / entertainment powerhouse offering in-house branding, digital marketing, publicity and a talent management company, which is the home to artists including CeeLo Green, Eric Benet, Ginuwine, Trevor Jackson, Juliet Simms and more. In the last two years, Mestel has actively developed a Film & TV Production division, Primary Wave TV, which allows their artists the chance to bring their creative film & TV ideas to life. Since expanding the business into the film industry, Mestel has played a key role in the current Film/TV projects in development. He is the Executive Producer of ”CeeLo Green is Loberace,” CeeLo’s new Las Vegas residency show at Planet Hollywood Resort & Casino and apart from his role as Executive Producer, Mestel has overseen the entire project, keeping the creative team on task and schedule.
