Each month more than 16,000 independent Aflac sales agents donate more than $400,000 from their commission checks to help support the key research taking place at the Aflac Cancer Center. In addition, Aflac employees make routine trips to the cancer center to volunteer their time with children who can use all the support they can get.

Aflac’s support has helped the Aflac Cancer Center become one of the top rated children’s cancer facilities in the nation, according the U.S. News and World Report. The Aflac Cancer Center also houses the largest Sickle Cell treatment center in America, providing life-saving bone marrow transplants for children to live a happy and healthy life. 

In January 2013, Aflac announced its participation in the TOMODACHI Initiative, a joint enterprise led by the United States Government and the U.S.-Japan Council that invests in the next generation of Japanese and Americans in ways that strengthen relationships between the countries over the long-term.
