The Aflac Holiday Duck was first produced and sold in 2001 as a means to help raise money for childhood cancer treatment and research. Along with Macy’s stores, the Holiday Duck has raised more than $3million, which is part of the overall $83 million raised by Aflac since 1995.

Every year Aflac creates a new design for this collector’s item and sells them at more than 360 Macy’s stores across the country, with all of the net proceeds going to the nearest participating children’s cancer facility to where the duck is purchased. 

In 2013, Aflac once again asked the children at the Aflac Cancer Center in Atlanta to submit a drawing of how they would like to see the Holiday Duck look for this year’s edition. Contest winner Michelle Nguyen, a 14 year old patient from John’s Creek, Georgia was this year’s winner, designing the cute little duck who seems very anxious to hit the slopes in his warm skiing outfit.
