 “BOARDWALK BEAT” DEBUTS MEMORIAL DAY WEEKEND ON BOARDWALK HALL 





ATLANTIC CITY, NJ (April 9, 2013) – The Atlantic City Alliance (ACA) announced today that ARTLANTIC, the multi-phase public art installation, opened to the public. Three new artists, including two from New Jersey, will contribute sculptures to ARTLANTIC early this summer. The ACA also announced that a third, free nightly 3D sound and light show — called “Boardwalk Beat” — will debut on Memorial Day weekend. 





ARTLANTIC: wonder Opens Today


ARTLANTIC: wonder is now open daily. This ambitious, five-year, outdoor, public-art project curated by Lance Fung and funded by the Atlantic City Alliance (ACA) and the Casino Reinvestment Development Authority (CRDA) is helping to re-imagine Atlantic City as a vibrant, dynamic, cultural destination. The new art parks provide unique, green spaces on formerly vacant, oceanfront land adjacent to the world famous Atlantic City Boardwalk.








The Atlantic City Alliance and curator Lance Fung today announced that installations by conceptual land artist Peter Hutchinson and New Jersey artists Robert Lach and Jedediah Morfit will join the massive, seven-acre ARTLANTIC site in 2013. The Hutchinson, Lach and Morfit interventions will include several of Peter Hutchinson’s famous “thrown rope” pieces, Robert Lach’s fiberglass bird’s nest installation and functional, cast-aluminum furniture and a gate by Jedediah Morfit. The new ARTLANTIC installations, which include Lach’s and Morfit’s first public-art commissions, will be installed by the summer.





The seven-acre exhibition site, located on Pacific Avenue between Martin Luther King Boulevard and South Indiana Avenues in Atlantic City, includes works by Robert Barry, Ilya and Emilia Kabakov and Kiki Smith. The site currently includes two open spaces with two sculptures surrounded by 14-foot-high and 11- foot high undulating terraces covered in indigenous grasses and wildflowers. The Kabakov sculpture is a large, wooden pirate ship. Opposite the ship is a life-sized version of “Her,” a bronze sculpture of a woman embracing a doe by Smith surrounded by a red-themed garden. Embedded in the landscape surrounding both open spaces are Robert Barry’s illuminated text pieces. The landscape design is by Balmori Associates. The second installation, “Étude Atlantis,” a large-scale optical illusion by artist John Roloff, is located at California Avenue and the Boardwalk. 





“Boardwalk Beat,” a new 3D Sound and Light Show debuts Memorial Day Weekend 


Music through the decades will be the focus of the third installment of the spectacular, free, 3D sound and light show on Atlantic City’s Boardwalk Hall. Created by Moment Factory, a Montreal-based new media and entertainment studio, the show illustrates the eras and styles of music ingrained in our collective memories. “Boardwalk Beat” will debut on Memorial Day weekend. The free outdoor show runs every half hour nightly.





Moment Factory will use projections, sound, theatrical lighting and architectural video-mapping technology to transform the façade of Boardwalk Hall into a magnificent and magical jukebox time machine. The show will take viewers on a fascinating journey of memories, allowing them to recall special moments in music history and their own personal experience, all while dancing to the beat.

“Boardwalk Beat” joins sister shows “Duality” and “Winter Sweet” as part of Moment Factory’s only permanent, year-round installation in the United States. Each show and the technology behind them are uniquely designed for Boardwalk Hall. The system includes 65 individual standing lights, 14 surround-sound speakers, five low-frequency subwoofers and two smoke machines. There are also twelve 20,000-lumen video projectors installed on the façade of Boardwalk Hall.
