BACKGROUND: 

· Launched in 2006, Ready Kids is a family-friendly extension of the national Ready campaign encouraging parents to teach their children (ages 7-12) about disaster preparedness year-round by providing tools and resources to assist with the conversation.
· According to a 2013 national survey conducted by the Ad Council, 60 percent of Americans self-reported they currently do not have a family emergency plan in case of a natural disaster or other emergency.
· The public’s complacency is the largest challenge. 73 percent of Americans strongly agreed that taking simple steps to prepare for emergencies could help protect themselves and their families; however, only 19 percent believe they are very prepared for a disaster.

CAMPAIGN OBJECTIVE:

· The goal of the Ready Kids Campaign is to encourage, educate and empower parents to involve their children in the preparedness process and ultimately increase the level of basic preparedness across the nation. 

TARGET AUDIENCE:


· Adults 18+ with children living at home

CAMPAIGN MESSAGING:

· The Ready Kids Campaign provides parents preparedness conversation starters including: who to call as your out-of-state emergency contact, where to meet if everyone is separated, and what to pack as part of your emergency supply kit.
· The new PSAs take a humorous approach to illustrate the importance for parents to involve their children in the preparedness process. They direct audiences to Ready.gov/Kids where parents can find age-appropriate tools and resources they need to make preparedness a year-round family activity.
