Logistics:
A tunnel system under Conservatory walkways provides additional access during the change-out

The flowers are changed out every 1-2 weeks

All the flowers and shrubs are placed in small bins with casters (average size in 20” x 40” and 20” deep)
The bins are without soil as recycled tires are used for the filler to set the plants on
Lighting: 
State-of-the-art theatrical lighting and sound system enhances the dramatic effect of the floral designs and creates mini-shows throughout the day

Storage:
Bellagio uses a 40,000-square-foot, off-site staging facility, which houses approximately over 10,000 plants and flowers

All the props from each show are also stored in an off-site staging facility, where they can be refurbished and retouched

Design:

Process starts at least six months before each show


Each display is designed in-house
