General Contest Information
Q: Does it cost me anything to enter? 

A: No! It’s free to enter. There is no registration fee or anything like it. A purchase or payment will NOT improve your chance of winning in any way.

Q: Is this contest sponsored by Facebook?

A: No, this contest is not sponsored, endorsed or administered by Facebook, nor is Facebook associated with the contest in any way. 

Q: Who do I contact if I have a question (that I can’t find here)?

Entry Period

Q: When am I able to enter the contest?

A: The contest starts at 12:00:01 AM Eastern Time on Thursday, July 28, 2011 and entries will be accepted until 11:59:59 PM Eastern Time on Monday, August 22, 2011.
Eligibility
Q: Who can enter?

A: The contest is open to legal residents of the 50 United States and the District of Columbia, and who are, as of entry date, 21 years of age or older. Employees, officers and directors of Tommy Bahama and its respective parents, subsidiaries, affiliates, promotion and advertising agencies and members of each of their immediate families (spouse, mother, father, sister, brother, ward, daughter or son and their respective spouses, regardless of where they reside) and persons living in the same household of such employees, whether or not related, of each of the above, are not eligible to enter or win.
How to Enter

Q: How do I enter?

A: To enter, log onto the Tommy Bahama Facebook page at www.facebook.com/tommybahama, and look for the $50,000 Rumologist™ Search tab, and follow the directions to complete and submit the entry form.

Q: Does the video I upload need to be in a certain format? 

A: Yes. It must be a video you have uploaded on YouTube or Vimeo using a format that is accepted by these websites. Videos that are not uploaded as specified will not be eligible for judging.
Q: How long can my video be?

A: The video you submit must be between 45 and 60 seconds in length. If the video is more than 60 seconds in length, only the first 60 seconds will be reviewed and judged.
Q: What does my video need to include?

A: Together with a brief written statement (300 words), it should include a description of (a) your passion for rum, (b) what makes you the perfect Tommy Bahama Rumologist, and (c) your signature cocktail. 
Q: Who can be in my video entry?
A: You must be the main participant in your video. Although any number of people may appear in your video, two people cannot submit the same video as separate entries. In other words, there can only be one unique entry per person. Any entry not following these conditions will be void. You must have permission from all people appearing in your video.
Q:  Can my video contain any music?

A:  Entrants may not include any music in their submissions.  Any inclusion of music will result in the disqualification of the entry.

Q: Who owns the rights to my video after I submit it?


A: All contents of the entries become the sole property of Tommy Bahama and will not be returned.

Entry Conditions
Q: Does my video have to be an original piece?

A: Yes, the video must be your own, original work and must not have been previously published.  The video must also represent the Sponsor in an appropriate and respectful manner. If any entry contains the names or likenesses of any third party, or any other rights belonging to third parties, the entrant is responsible for obtaining the appropriate permissions, prior to submission, of the entry. 
Judging of Entries
Q: How many rounds of judging are there?

A: Four. 

Q: When does each round begin and end?

A: Submissions for the first round begin July 28, 2011 and end August 22, 2011.  The Top 20 entries will be selected and posted on the Tommy Bahama Facebook Page for voting on or about August 30, 2011 and voting will remain open through September 8, 2011.  The Top 10 vote recipients will be asked to submit a longer, second statement (500 words) and a new video (2 minutes in length), due by September 22, 2011.  From these Second Entry Submissions, the Judging Panel will select theTop 5 semi-finalists.  The top five will be announced on or about September 26, 2011 when their 2 minute videos are posted on the Tommy Bahama Facebook Page and the final public voting opens.   All voting will conclude on October 3, 2011.  The winner will be announced on or about October 6, 2011.
Q: How does Round 1 work?
A: All entries will be judged by a panel of judges based on: suitability to represent the Tommy Bahama brand (50%); creativity (25%) and originality (25%). The top 20 entries that receive the highest judging/score will be announced on the Tommy Bahama Facebook Page on or about August 30, 2011 and will be entered into Round 2. 

Q: How does Round 2 work?

A: The top twenty (20) Round 2 entrants will be posted on the Tommy Bahama Facebook Page for public voting, beginning 12:00:01 AM ET on August 30, 2011 and ending at 11:59:59 ET on September 8, 2011. Limit: one vote per person per day.

Q: How does Round 3 work? 
A: The 10 Round 2 entrants receiving the highest number of votes will be entered into Round 3 and  asked to submit a Second Entry Submission describing their own unique spin on the classic cocktail, the Daiquiri; which 2 people, living or dead, they would make this cocktail for, and why; and what makes them the perfect Tommy Bahama Rumologist.  During Round 3, Entrants will also be asked to complete and return certain required documentation as further explained in the Official Rules (www.synmedia.net/rumologistrules/rules.html).  The Entrants will then be entered into the Semi-Finalist round for judging.
Q: How does the Semi-Finalist Round work? 

A: The judges will score all second entries submitted by Semi-Finalists based on the following criteria: suitability to represent the Tommy Bahama brand (50%); creativity (25%) and originality (25%).
