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	Now in its seventh year, the CTU Wounded Warrior Scholarship program was designed through collaboration between Colorado Technical University (CTU) and the Yellow Ribbon Fund to offer educational assistance to wounded service men and women as they recover from their injuries and prepare for new career opportunities. The CTU Wounded Warrior Scholarship program strives to positively impact Americans who have sacrificed to serve their country, while helping to inspire other corporate, educational and private institutions to give back to this worthy group. Each year 25 wounded service members or wounded veterans and 25 spouses of wounded warriors receive a full scholarship to attend CTU.  

What the Scholarships Cover

The scholarships cover the full cost of tuition, books and fees, as well as a new laptop computer. 

Attend College Anywhere, Anytime

All CTU Wounded Warrior and Wounded Warrior Spouse Scholarship recipients complete their degrees online, allowing students to take classes from anywhere in the world. Through its personalized learning system, students can customize their course material to control what, where, when and how they learn, which is especially important for military or veteran students. Through an innovative, adaptive learning technology – called intellipath – CTU creates a personalized learning experience for scholarship recipients that recognizes what they already know, anticipates what they’re ready to learn and tailors their course materials accordingly.  

Scholarships are awarded at the first eligible degree level in any chosen field of study, whether it’s an associate, bachelor’s, master’s, or doctoral degree. Since 2008, CTU has awarded 350 scholarships worth nearly $4.5 million through the school’s annual Wounded Warrior Scholarship program. 

Scholarship Eligibility

CTU Wounded Warrior Scholarship:

Any active duty or veteran service member of the United States armed forces with proof of high school graduation or an equivalency currently receiving medical treatment for injuries suffered in combat or injuries received in the line of duty while serving in a combat zone during Operation Enduring Freedom or Operation Iraqi Freedom is eligible to apply for the CTU Wounded Warrior Scholarship.  

CTU Wounded Warrior Spouse Scholarship:

Any spouse of any active duty or veteran service member of the United States armed forces who is currently receiving/or has received medical treatment for injuries suffered in combat during Operation Enduring Freedom or Operation Iraqi Freedom with proof of high school graduation or an equivalency is eligible to apply for the CTU Wounded Warrior Spouse Scholarship.

Selection Criteria and Selection Boar
The CTU Wounded Warrior and Wounded Warrior Spouse Scholarship recipients are chosen by selection boards using an academic rubric developed by CTU and designed to objectively evaluate and rank applicants.
A Military-Friendly School
With nearly one-third of its students affiliated with the military, CTU is set up to address the specific needs of these students. 
CTU has a dedicated team of advisors, who are specially trained to offer administrative and academic support to the military population, and are familiar with the unique challenges and obstacles faced by military students while attending school. Advisors are available to assist active military and veteran students in adapting to the academic environment as they transition into the university for the first time, or if they have not been in an academic setting for a number of years. 
In addition to the Wounded Warrior and Wounded Warrior Spouse Scholarship program, CTU has several military-friendly qualifications. Among them include:
